B Display and standby mode

The indicators described below are shown when
the phone is ready for use and no characters have
been keyed in by the user. The screen is called
‘'standby mode'.

1. Shows the name of the cellular network in which
the phone is being currently used, or the operator
logo.

2. Shows the signal intensity of the cellular
network at your current location.

3. Shows the battery charge level.

4. Shows the current function of the Navi key.
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B Change the covers

During a call, press the clear/exit key and select Options for some of the following
functions, many of which are Network Services: Mute or Unmute, Hold or Unhold,
New call, Answer, Reject, End all calls, Send DTMF, Contacts, Swap, Menu, and
Flashlight on or Flashlight off.

B Listen to voice messages

Voice mailbox is a Network Service. For more information and to receive your
voice mailbox number, contact your service provider. To call your voice mailbox,
press and hold 1 in standby mode. To change the voice mailbox number, see Voice
mailbox number on page 34.

To divert calls to your voice mailbox, refer to Call settings on page 40.

B Lock the keypad
The keypad lock prevents keys from being pressed accidentally.
To lock or unlock the keypad: In standby mode, select Menu and then * quickly.

You can also set the phone to automatically turn on the keylock after a certain
period of time. Refer to Keyguard settings on page 43. When the keypad is locked,
the indicator w=l is shown on the display.
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Note: When keypad is locked, calls are still possible to the emergency number
programmed into your phone (e.g. 112 or other official emergency number).

You can write and send multi-part messages consisting of several ordinary text
messages (Network Service). Invoicing may be based upon the number of ordinary
messages that are needed for any multi-part message. The number of available
characters/the current part number of a multi-part message are shown on the top
right of the display, for example 120/2. If you use special (Unicode) characters,
such as Cyrillic characters, more parts may be needed for the message than would
otherwise be required. Note that predictive text input may use Unicode
characters.

To send a message, the phone number of your message centre has to be saved in
the phone. See Message settings on page 33.

1. In standby mode, select Menu > Messages > Write message.

2. Key in the message. The number of available characters and the current part
number are shown on the top right of the display.

3. When the message is complete, select Options > Send, key in the recipient's
phone number, and select OK.

If you want to send the message to several people, select Sending opts > Send
to many, scroll to the first recipient, and select Send. Repeat this for each
recipient.

To send a message to a predefined distribution list, select Sending opts > Send
to list. To define and edit distribution lists, see Distribution lists on page 31.
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Other options are: Insert options, Use template Small fonts or Large fonts, Clear
text, Dictionary, Instructions, Exit editor, Sending profile (refer to Message
settings on page 33), Save message, Delete and Dictionary.
Note: When sending messages via the SMS Network Service, your phone may
B display the words "Message sent". This is an indication that the message has been
sent by your phone to the message centre number programmed into your phone.
This is not an indication that the message has been received at the intended
destination. For more details about SMS services, check with your service
provider.

Read a text message (Inbox)

When you have received text messages in standby mode, the number of new
messages as well asa [E=] are shown on the display.

1. Select Read to view the messages immediately.

To view the messages later, press the clear/exit key. Go to the /nbox menu
(Menu 01-2) when you want to read the messages.

2. Use the scroll keys to browse through the message.

3. While reading the message, you can select Options for the following: Delete,
Reply, Chat, Edit, Use detail, Forward, As reminder, Small fonts and Details.

Sent items

In the Sent items menu, you can view the copies of the messages that you have
sent. Select Options for the following: Delete, Edit, Use detail, Forward, As
reminder, Small fonts and Details.
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Drafts

In the Drafts menu, you can view the messages you have saved in the WWrite
message menu.

Chat

You can have a conversation with other people using this text message service.
Each chat message is sent as a separate text message. The messages received and
sent during a chat are not saved.

To start a chat, select Menu > Messages > Chat, or select Options > Chat when
reading a received text message.

1. Key in the other person's phone number or recall it from the phone book, and
select OK.

2. Key in your nickname for the chat, and select OK.
3. Key in your message, and select Options > Send.

4. The reply from the other person is displayed above the message you sent. To
reply to the message, select OK and repeat step 3 above.

When writing a message, you can select Options > Chat name to edit your
nickname or > Chat history to view the previous messages.

Picture messages

You can receive and send messages that contain pictures (Network Service).
Picture messages are saved in the phone. Note that each picture message

following options for the picture message:Delete, Reply, Chat, Edit text, Save
picture, As scr. saver, Use number, As reminder and Details.

Distribution lists

If you need to send messages frequently to a fixed group of recipients, you can
define a distribution list and use it when sending a message. You can define up to
6 distribution lists with up to 10 recipients in each. The phone sends a text
message to each recipient separately.

To add a new distribution list, select Menu > Messages > Distribution lists. Select
Options > Add list. Give the distribution list the name that you want and select
Options > View list. To add a contact to the list, select Options > Add contact. You
can add up to 10 recipients to one distribution list.

To view and edit distribution lists, select Menu > Messages > Distribution lists.

If a message fails to be sent to one or more recipients, a report listing the number
of failures, successful sendings and names not found will be displayed. You can
select each category by selecting Select.
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® Names in the not found group are names in the distribution list that have been
deleted from the phone book. You can remove them from the list by selecting
Remove.

® Resend to resend the message to the failed recipients.

® Viewto view the list of failed recipients.

Templates

You can view or edit the preset messages (‘templates') that you can use for writing
a message.

Smileys
You can edit and store the smileys such as ":-)", and use them in compiling
messages.

Delete messages
Select Menu > Messages > Delete messages.

To delete all read messages from all folders, select All read > OK. Select OK when
Delete read messages from all folders?is subsequently displayed.

To delete all the read messages in a folder, scroll to the folder and select OK.
Select OK when Delete all read messages from folder?is subsequently displayed.
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Message settings

The phone offers two kinds of message settings: settings specific to each setting
group (‘set’) and settings common to all text messages.

Profile 1 (Menu 1-11-1)"
A profile is a collection of settings needed for sending text and picture messages.

Each set has the following settings: Message centre number, Messages sent as,
Message validity and Rename sending profile. You need the message centre
number to send text and picture messages. You can obtain this number from your
service provider.

Common (Menu 1-11-2)?

The settings in this submenu apply to all text messages that you send, irrespective
of the chosen set. The available settings are: Delivery reports, Reply via same
centre and Character support

Select Character support to define how the phone handles Unicode characters in
text mf:ssages.3

If you select the Full option, the phone sends all the Unicode characters, such as
'a" and Cyrillic characters, included in a text message to a compatible phone, if
supported by your network.

1. The total number of sets depends on how many sets your SIM card offers.

2. The shortcut number of this menu depends on the number of sets available. Here, it is as-
sumed that only one set is available.

3. Availability of this menu may vary according to your service provider.
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If you select the Reduced option, the phone tries to convert the Unicode
characters into the corresponding non-Unicode characters, for example 'a" to 'a’,
and converts the lower case Greek characters into upper case. If no such non-
Unicode counterpart exists, the characters are sent as Unicode characters.

Info service

With this Network Service, you can receive messages on various topics from the
network. For details, contact your service provider.

Voice mailbox number

You can save and change the phone number of your voice mailbox (Network
Service).

Service command editor

You can send service requests to your service provider. Key in the characters you
want. Press and hold # to switch between letters and numbers. Select Send to
send the request.

B Contacts (Menu 2)

You can save names and phone numbers in the phone's
memory (internal phone book) and in the SIM card’s memory
(SIM phone book). The internal phone book can store up to 50 names.
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Search for a name and phone number

In standby mode, select Menu > Contacts > Search. Key in the first character(s) of
the name you are looking for and select Search. Press the scroll-up or scroll-down
key to find the name you want.

If the name or phone number is saved in the SIM card memory, =] is shown at
the upper right corner of the display; if it is saved in the phone's internal memory,
TH is shown instead.

MMz QUICK SEARCH: Press the scroll-down key in standby mode, key in the
- first letter of the name. Scroll with the scroll-up or scroll-down key to find
the name you want.

You can also use the following options:

e Service Nos. to call the service numbers of your service provider if the numbers
are included on your SIM card. (Network Service).

® Infonumbers to call the information numbers of your service provider if the
numbers are included on your SIM card. (Network Service).

® Add contact to save names and phone numbers in the phone book.

® Delete to delete names and phone numbers from the phone book one by one or
all at once.

® Fditto edit the names and numbers in Contacts.

® (Copy to copy names and phone numbers all at once or one by one from the
phone’s memory to the SIM card’s memory, or vice versa.

Recent call lists

Incoming call alert: Defines how the phone notifies you of incoming voice
calls. For example, when Off is selected, the phone stays silent when you
receive a call and 4 is shown in standby mode.

Message alert tone: Sets the tone that you hear when you receive a text
message.

Keypad tones: Sets the volume for keypad tones.

Warning tones: Sets the phone to sound tones, e.g. when the battery is running
out of power.

environments. Initially, personalize the setting groups and
profiles to your liking and then you only need to activate a profile to use it.

Activating a profile and changing its settings
In the Profiles menu, select the profile and select Activate.

To change the settings of the selected profile, select Personalise > Ringing tone,
Ringing volume, Incoming call alert, Message alert tone, Keypad tones, Warning
tones, Vibrating alert, Rhythmic backlight alert, Screen saver, or Rename (not
available under General).

Time settings

Clock

To set the phone to show the current time in standby mode, adjust the time, and
select the 12-hour or 24-hour time format. If the battery was removed from the
phone, you may need to set the time again.

Date setting
To set the correct date. If the battery was removed from the phone, you may need
to set the date again.

Auto update of date & time

This Network Service updates the date and time according to the current time
zone. The automatic update of date and time does not change the time you have
set for the alarm clock or the reminder notes. They are in local time. Updating may
cause some alarms that you have set to expire.

Call settings

e (CalldivertTo divert your incoming calls to your voice mailbox or to some other
phone number (Network Service).
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Select the divert option you want, for example, select Divert if busy to divert
the calls when you are on a call or when you reject a call.

Several divert options may be active at the same time. When Divert all voice
callsis activated, & isshown on the display in standby mode.

(for example, your bank account), empty the cache of your phone after each use.
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To empty the cache memory:

® When no WAP connection is in progress: select Menu > Services > Clear the
cache.

® When a WAP connection is in progress: select Options > Clear the cache.

Authority certificates

In order to use some WAP services such as banking services, you need an authority
certificate. Using the certificate can help you to improve the security of
connections between your phone and a WAP gateway or WAP server, if the
Connection security option is set to On.

You can download the certificate from a WAP page if the WAP service supports
the use of security certificates. After the download, you can view the certificate
and then save or delete it. If you save the certificate, it is added to the list of
certificates in the phone.

You can only be sure that a WAP gateway or WAP server is the one it claims to be
after its identity has been checked against the corresponding certificate in the
phone.

You will see a note on the phone display if the identity of the WAP server or WAP
gateway cannot be verified, the WAP server or WAP gateway certificate is not
authentic or if you do not have the right certificate in your phone.

To view the list of security certificates:
Select Services > Settings > Authority certificates.
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Security icon

If the security icon i is displayed during a WAP connection, the data
transmission between the phone and the WAP gateway or WAP server, identified
by the /P address setting in Conn. settings, is encrypted and secure.

However, the security icon does not indicate that the data transmission between
the gateway and the content server (place where the requested resource is stored)
is secure. It is up to the service provider to secure the data transmission between
the gateway and the content server.
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5. Battery information

B Charging and Discharging

Your device is powered by a rechargeable battery. The full performance of a new battery is
achieved only after two or three complete charge and discharge cycles. The battery can be
charged and discharged hundreds of times but it will eventually wear out. When the talk and
standby times are noticeably shorter than normal, buy a new battery. Use only Nokia
approved batteries, and recharge your battery only with Nokia approved chargers
designated for this device.

Unplug the charger from the electrical plug and the device when not in use. Do not leave the
battery connected to a charger. Overcharging may shorten its lifetime. If left unused, a fully
charged battery will lose its charge over time. Temperature extremes can affect the ability of
your battery to charge.

Use the battery only for its intended purpose. Never use any charger or battery that is
damaged.

Do not short-circuit the battery. Accidental short-circuiting can occur when a metallic
object such as a coin, clip, or pen causes direct connection of the positive (+) and negative
(-) terminals of the battery. (These look like metal strips on the battery.) This might happen,
for example, when you carry a spare battery in your pocket or purse. Short-circuiting the
terminals may damage the battery or the connecting object.

Leaving the battery in hot or cold places, such as in a closed car in summer or winter
conditions, will reduce the capacity and lifetime of the battery. Always try to keep the
battery between 15°C and 25°C (59°F and 77°F). A device with a hot or cold battery may not
work temporarily, even when the battery is fully charged. Battery performance is particularly
limited in temperatures well below freezing.
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Do not dispose of batteries in a fire! Dispose of batteries according to local regulations.
Please recycle when possible. Do not dispose as household waste.
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Care and maintenance

Your device is a product of superior design and craftsmanship and should be treated with
care. The suggestions below will help you protect your warranty coverage.

e Keep the phone and all its parts and accessories out of the reach of small children.

® Keep the phone dry. Precipitation, humidity and all types of liquids or moisture can
contain minerals that will corrode electronic circuits.

® Do not use or store the device in dusty, dirty areas. Its moving parts and electronic
components can be damaged.

* Do not store the device in hot areas. High temperatures can shorten the life of electronic
devices, damage batteries, and warp or melt certain plastics.

® Do not store the device in cold areas. When the device returns to its normal temperature,
moisture can form inside the device and damage electronic circuit boards.

* Do not attempt to open the device other than as instructed in this guide.

* Do notdrop, knock, or shake the device. Rough handling can break internal circuit boards
and fine mechanics.

® Do not use harsh chemicals, cleaning solvents, or strong detergents to clean the device.
* Do not paint the device. Paint can clog the moving parts and prevent proper operation.

e Use a soft, clean, dry cloth to clean any lenses (such as camera, proximity sensor, and
light sensor lenses).

® Use only the supplied or an approved replacement antenna. Unauthorised antennas,
modifications, or attachments could damage the device and may violate regulations
governing radio devices.
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All of the above suggestions apply equally to your phone, battery, charger or any accessory.
If any of them is not working properly, take it to your nearest qualified service facility. The
personnel there will assist you and, if necessary, arrange for service.
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Additional safety information

B Traffic Safety

Do not use a hand-held telephone while driving a vehicle. Always secure the phone in its
holder; do not place the phone on the passenger seat or where it can break loose in a
collision or sudden stop.

Remember road safety always comes first!

B Operating environment

Remember to follow any special regulations in force in any area and always switch off your
device when its use is prohibited or when it may cause interference or danger. Use the device
only in its normal operating positions. To maintain compliance with radio frequency
exposure guidelines only use enhancements approved by Nokia for use with this device.
When the device is on and being worn on the body, always use an approved holder or
carrying case.

Parts of the device are magnetic. Metallic materials may be attracted to the device, and
persons with a hearing aid should not hold the device to the ear with the hearing aid. Always
secure the device in its holder, because metallic materials may be attracted by the earpiece.
Do not place credit cards or other magnetic storage media near the device, because
information stored on them may be erased.

B Medical devices

Operation of any radio transmitting equipment, including wireless phones, may interfere
with the functionality of inadequately protected medical devices. Consult a physician or the
manufacturer of the medical device to determine if they are adequately shielded from
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external RF energy or if you have any questions. Switch off your device in health care
facilities when any regulations posted in these areas instruct you to do so. Hospitals or
health care facilities may be using equipment that could be sensitive to external RF energy.

Pacemakers

Pacemaker manufacturers recommend that a minimum separation of 6 in. (15.3 cm) be

maintained between a wireless phone and a pacemaker to avoid potential interference with

the pacemaker. These recommendations are consistent with the independent research by

and recommendations of Wireless Technology Research. Persons with pacemakers should:

e always keep the device more than 6 in. (15.3 cm) from their pacemaker when the device
is switched on;

® not carry the device in a breast pocket; and
® hold the device to the ear opposite the pacemaker to minimize the potential for
interference.

If you have any reason to suspect that interference is taking place, switch off your device
immediately.

Hearing aids
Some digital wireless devices may interfere with some hearing aids. If interference occurs,
consult your service provider.

B Potentially explosive environments

Switch off your device when in any area with a potentially explosive atmosphere and obey
all signs and instructions. Potentially explosive atmospheres include areas where you would
normally be advised to turn off your vehicle engine. Sparks in such areas could cause an
explosion or fire resulting in bodily injury or even death. Switch off the device at refuelling
points such as near gas pumps at service stations. Observe restrictions on the use of radio
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equipment in fuel depots, storage, and distribution areas, chemical plants or where blasting
operations are in progress. Areas with a potentially explosive atmosphere are often but not
always clearly marked. They include below deck on boats, chemical transfer or storage
facilities, vehicles using liquefied petroleum gas (such as propane or butane), and areas
where the air contains chemicals or particles such as grain, dust or metal powders.

B Vehicles

RF signals may affect improperly installed or inadequately shielded electronic systems in
motor vehicles such as electronic fuel injection systems, electronic antiskid (antilock)
braking systems, electronic speed control systems, air bag systems. For more information,
check with the manufacturer or its representative of your vehicle or any equipment that has
been added.

Only qualified personnel should service the device, or install the device in a vehicle. Faulty
installation or service may be dangerous and may invalidate any warranty that may apply to
the device. Check regularly that all wireless device equipment in your vehicle is mounted
and operating properly. Do not store or carry flammable liquids, gases, or explosive materials
in the same compartment as the device, its parts, or enhancements. For vehicles equipped
with an air bag, remember that air bags inflate with great force. Do not place objects,
including installed or portable wireless equipment in the area over the air bag or in the air
bag deployment area. If in-vehicle wireless equipment is improperly installed and the air bag
inflates, serious injury could result.

Using your device while flying in aircraft is prohibited. Switch off your device before
boarding an aircraft. The use of wireless teledevices in an aircraft may be dangerous to the
operation of the aircraft, disrupt the wireless telephone network, and may be illegal.
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B Emergency calls

@ Important:
Wireless phones, including this device, operate using radio signals, wireless
networks, landline networks, and user-programmed functions. Because of this,
connections in all conditions cannot be guaranteed. You should never rely solely on
any wireless device for essential communications like medical emergencies.

To make an emergency call:
1. If the device is not on, switch it on. Check for adequate signal strength.
Some networks may require that a valid SIM card is properly inserted in the device.
2. Select End as many times as needed to clear the display and ready the device for calls.
3. Key in the official emergency number for your present location. Emergency numbers vary
by location.
4. Select Call.

If certain features are in use, you may first need to turn those features off before you can
make an emergency call. If the device is in offline or flight mode you must change the profile
to activate the phone function before you can make an emergency call. Consult this guide or
your service provider for more information.

When making an emergency call, give all the necessary information as accurately as
possible. Your wireless device may be the only means of communication at the scene of an
accident. Do not end the call until given permission to do so.

B Certification information (SAR)
THIS DEVICE MEETS INTERNATIONAL GUIDELINES FOR EXPOSURE TO RADIO WAVES

Your mobile device is a radio transmitter and receiver. It is designed and manufactured not
to exceed the limits for exposure to radio frequency (RF) recommended by international
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guidelines (ICNIRP). These limits are part of comprehensive guidelines and establish
permitted levels of RF energy for the general population. The guidelines were developed by
independent scientific organisations through periodic and thorough evaluation of scientific
studies. The guidelines include a substantial safety margin designed to assure the safety of
all persons, regardless of age and health.

The exposure standard for mobile devices employs a unit of measurement known as the
Specific Absorption Rate, or SAR. The SAR limit stated in the international guidelines is

2.0 W/kg*. Tests for SAR are conducted using standard operating positions with the device
transmitting at its highest certified power level in all tested frequency bands. Although the
SAR is determined at the highest certified power level, the actual SAR of the device while
operating can be well below the maximum value. This is because the device is designed to
operate at multiple power levels so as to use only the power required to reach the network.
In general, the closer you are to a base station, the lower the power output of the device.
The highest SAR value for this device when tested for use at the ear is 0.67 W/kg.

This device meets RF exposure guidelines when used either in the normal use position
against the ear or when positioned at least 1.5 cm away from the body. When a carry case,
belt clip or holder is used for body-worn operation, it should not contain metal and should
position the product at least 1.5 cm away from your body.

In order to transmit data files or messages, this device requires a quality connection to the
network. In some cases, transmission of data files or messages may be delayed until such a
connection is available. Ensure the above separation distance instructions are followed until
the transmission is completed.

*The SAR limit for mobile devices used by the public is 2.0 watts/kilogram (W/kg) averaged
over ten grams of body tissue. The guidelines incorporate a substantial margin of safety to
give additional protection for the public and to account for any variations in measurements.
