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5. Battery statements
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■ Charging and Discharging
Your phone is powered by a rechargeable battery.

Note that a new battery's full performance is achieved only after two or three comple
charge and discharge cycles!

The battery can be charged and discharged hundreds of times but it will eventually we
When the operating time (talk-time and standby time) is noticeably shorter than nor
is time to buy a new battery.

Use only batteries approved by the phone manufacturer and recharge your battery on
the chargers approved by the manufacturer. Unplug the charger when not in use. Do 
leave the battery connected to a charger for longer than a week, since overcharging m
shorten its lifetime. If left unused a fully charged battery will discharge itself over tim

Temperature extremes can affect the ability of your battery to charge.

Use the battery only for its intended purpose.

Never use any charger or battery which is damaged.

Do not short-circuit the battery. Accidental short-circuiting can occur when a metal
object (coin, clip or pen) causes direct connection of the + and - terminals of the bat
(metal strips on the battery) for example when you carry a spare battery in your pock
purse. Short-circuiting the terminals may damage the battery or the connecting obje

Leaving the battery in hot or cold places, such as in a closed car in summer or winter 
conditions, will reduce the capacity and lifetime of the battery. Always try to keep th
battery between 15°C and 25°C. A phone with a hot or cold battery may temporarily 
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work, even when the battery is fully charged. Batteries' performance is particularly limited in 
temperatures well below freezing.

• If you have any reason to suspect that interference is taking place, switch off your
immediately.

Hearing aids
Some digital wireless phones may interfere with some hearing aids.  In the event of s
interference, you may want to consult your service provider.

Other medical devices
Operation of any radio transmitting equipment, including cellular phones, may interf
with the functionality of inadequately protected medical devices. Consult a physician
manufacturer of the medical device to determine if they are adequately shielded from
external RF energy or if you have any questions.  Switch off your phone in health care
facilities when any regulations posted in these areas instruct you to do so.  Hospitals
health care facilities may be using equipment that could be sensitive to external RF e
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Vehicles
RF signals may affect improperly installed or inadequately shielded electronic systems in 
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motor vehicles (e.g. electronic fuel injection systems, electronic anti-skid (anti-lock) b
systems, electronic speed control systems, air bag systems).

Posted facilities
Switch your phone off in any facility where posted notices so require.
